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The Green Mill is one of Chicago’s
legendary jazz clubs. Opened in 1907,
it’s been a watering hole for everyone
from Gloria Swanson and Charlie
Chaplin to Billie Holiday and Al Capone.

Visitors can’t see the underground
tunnels that acted as an escape route
during Prohibition, but they can sit in
Al Capone’s favorite booth with a view
of both doors.
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
